Steps Before Going to West Africa
1. Get a Passport
2. Get the required and highly recommended vaccinations
See Vaccinations Required for International Travel
3. Contact the missionary on the field and set the date of your trip
4. Reserve IMB Guest House in Africa
5. Set up transportation from the airport
6. Reserve Hotel
7. Get an ATM card (in which you can draw from while in Africa)
8. Have a background check run on each potential team member
9. Get three references from each team member
10. Make copies of passports, shot records and drivers license to keep on file in the office
11. Have each team member fill out a Volunteer Project Participant Application
12. Watch the IMB Child Protection Video
(Once everyone on your team has watched the video and has had a background check done, email the missionary that each person has completed these steps.
13. Get your plane tickets
14. Register with the embassy
15. Purchase trip insurance
16. Prepare the team
· Pray for Open Doors
· Learn the stories in the Bible to share (we don’t read from the bible, we share memorized scripture.  This is part of being reproducible, showing new believers that they don’t have to be able to read in order to share their faith)
· Learn the Culture (watch videos, use your “clean” right hand only, shoes off at the door, don’t step on a mat on the floor; it’s a table, men wear long pants, women wear long dresses and head wrap.
· Learn basic greetings and language
· Learn base camp 1 & 2 Material-  Information concerning being reproducible, culture, entry points, goals, etc…)
17. Pack
