Creation to Christ (C2C)          
 Be able to share in 5 or 15 minutes.
	*What do we know that everyone (lost people) needs to understand?
1. Who God is?
 Creator           										“In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” Gen. 1:1
2. Why do we they (we) need forgiveness?
			They need to understand sin (the fall and consequences).						Sin “alienates” us from God. Man was cast from the Garden (Gen. 3:23).
3. Continued disobedience (sin)

Examples: Cain and Abel, Noah and the Flood, Tower of Babel.

4. God continued to love man.
Example: Job-He did not understand the mind of God.
5. Man was still sinful.
		Example: God gave man the 10 commandments through the prophet Moses.				(Exodus 20)
6. A sacrifice is required because of man’s sin. But man’s sacrifices didn’t work!

Participative Bible Study Method
(an easy and good way how to teach)
1. Tell a story “found” in God’s word
2. Ask what do you like about the story?
3. What is difficult to understand in the story?
4. Is there something you didn’t like in the story?
5. What stood out most to you in the story?
6. What is this teaching us about man?
7. What is this teaching us about God?
8. What is God speaking to you in terms of obedience?
9. Has God showed you how to be more obedient?
10. Has God revealed to you any areas in your life where you need to be more obedient?
11. Who needs to hear this story?
Example used: (Matthew 5:13-16)
Discipleship Meeting
(schedule lay out)
1. Pastoral care-Find out what’s going on in their life, prayer request, etc. Then pray for them.
2. Worship.
3. Accountability.
4. Vision casting.
5. Share a new story found in God’s word. A new lesson.
6. Practice telling the story.
7. Set goals. 
-Who are you going to share this story with (witness to)?
 	-How are you going to be obedient to the story’s message (God’s word)?
                *Don’t forget to state who you are going to share with and how you will be obedient.
Next Discipleship Meeting
(accountability)
1. How did you obey the lesson?
2. Who are you witnessing to?
3. Who has believed?
4. When are you training in them the same process?
5. Are these new believers witnessing and listening?
*Love new believers enough to disciple them and to hold them accountable.
The process of each week’s session:
	1/3 pastoral care, worship, accountability (review and encouragement), vision casting.
	1/3 new lesson, enough biblical content to obey (maybe just two verses).
	1/3 practice lesson and pray.  

Example of a typical conversation when attempting to share:
1. Greeting. “How are you?” “what do you do?” etc….
2. Are there any churches here?
3. Do you go to church? (Their response will be “No”.)Ask if they are Muslims.
4. Then ask, “How did you become a Muslim?” They will answer, “they were born Muslim”.
5. Then share, “I’m a Christian, but you can not be born that way.”
6. Then ask them, “Can I share something with you found in God’s word?”
7. If they say “yes”, share Creation to Christ with them.
Door openers consist of:  stating “you are a teacher of God’s word”, sharing your testimony, prayer, spiritual conversations, and development (only as a last resort, and remember never to make promises you cannot keep!). All of these “door openers” are good, but remember they are just that. The target, the goal is to share the gospel! We must keep focused on the goal, the Gospel!
Evangelism: Ask for prayer request, share story found in God’s word relating to their request, you may want to share a personal testimony concerning this subject, share the Gospel, offer a chance for them to respond, pray with them.  
The order of progression should be: God changed the man in Scripture. God changed my life. God can change your life too!
Story Telling Evangelism
-If you say, “Here is a story ‘from’ God’s word”, it has to be “exact”.
-If you say, “Here is a story “found” in God’s word, this means it is a “paraphrase”.                                                           We always need to remember to use the word “found” and then to tell the story as accurate as possible. 
It’s been said, “We are the only Bible some will ever read”.                                                                                      This statement is literal when it comes to those we will share with overseas.
-Be able to take regular conversation and turn it to spiritual.					            Ex- someone says-“pray for food”  respond by sharing a story like “Jesus fed the 5,000” and then pray.
STORIES to know:
1. Concerning Jesus’ teachings about fasting.
2. The woman at the well.
3.  “Seek first the kingdom of God and all these things will be given unto you”.
-learn several of the first stories in the Bible concerning disobedience, like “the Tower of Babel” and Adam and Eve”.  
*Memorize- The “prayer” stories, Discipleship training stories, Evangelism stories, and C2C.
*Learn at least 2 stories for each the 6 prayer request topics under the 1st page “The Effectiveness” Entry column.  When telling stories, even with a translator,remember to be animated (using your hands, etc…).  Go over the stories 5 times in order to know them.

Creation to Christ (Training Module)
1. Purpose for C2C
2. (Luke 10:1-11) Looking for people of peace guidelines.
3. Demonstrate C2C
4. Practice in groups of two.
5. Come together.
6. Go do it!

-If cassettes are available in their language with Bible “stories” recorded on them, have some with you, in order to hand them out to seekers and other believers.  That way they can learn the stories, even when we are not there. If you do hand out materials like “cassettes” make sure to have feedback loops in place.
-Multiple entry points means targeting different villages and different ages of people you are trying to reach (such as: adults, youth and children).

	-Don’t get distracted!  Vs.4, this is not literal, you can greet others.
	-Eat and drink their food! Vs.7, eat what is placed before you.

-We are looking for a “man of peace” a “seeker”, someone God is already working on.  
Quote by Scott Bradford- “Missions exist, because praise does not.                                                               (Revelation  4-ff) Everything will praise! 
Three Levels of Partnership:
1. Engaging Church-An engaging church sends a team 3 to 5 times a year to a specific people group.
2. Partnering Church- Work alongside with other churches in order to make an engaging partnership together between more than one church.
3. Convention Team-This team helps other teams already there.

-Ask to pray for people, NOT if you can share Christ with them. (Just do it! Share)
-Study enough about Islam to understand their basic beliefs. Then one can spot a Muslim and can share by using the “dumb American” approach. This consists of asking them dumb questions, in order to sway the conversation to sharing the Gospel with them.
***At some point, in your conversation you must draw a line in the sand, giving them the opportunity to accept or reject Christ.
- “Keep your senses on overload!” which means as you share with natives, always pay attention to their actions (reading each one) and pay special attention to those who are watching you (they may be Muslim teachers and leaders who will later beat those whom you have shared the Gospel with). We must pay attention for the sake of those we a sharing with! We most likely won’t be harmed, but there is a good chance those we share with will have to pay consequences, particularly if they accept Jesus.
In other words, be good at “mirroring” which means “react how they react”. Learn from how they are reacting to you. For example: If they get loud, saying things that don’t make since or that does not go along with what you have been talking about, they may have noticed Muslim Leaders are watching.
*Make a detailed notebook with as much info as possible. You can add to it each additional trip back to Africa. Make sure to include: Pictures, notes, answer hypothetical questions, like what to do if (such and such happens), info on particular seekers met. This info will aid in forming a strategy and a starting place for the next group in.
--M2E (mouth to ear) is an absolute must in order to reach others!



Stuff that’s good to know:
-Men hold hands! It is a good sign if the chief holds your hand, don’t pull away he likes   you, in a good way not a “funny” way! Ha,ha.
	-“Isa” means “Jesus” in the Fulani language.
	-Facial hair is a sign that you are now a man.
-If you have grey or white hair this is a good thing, for you will be seen as an elder. That is, you will be considered as one who contains wisdom.
	-Don’t bring water to Africa, there is plenty there! You can buy bottled water.
-Don’t bring a “used looking” Bible. Keep it covered, wrapped up,  protected, and place it on a higher plain when you lay iible or it will be seen as though you don’t take care of it as well as don’t keep papers or anything else stuffed in it!
-When times are tough and different than what you are used to, REMEMBER the vision, your call!
-Ask permission before you take their picture and or pictures. Some see taking their picture as stealing a part of them. Do not promise them a copy of their picture, because you may not be able to deliver.
-Do not wear sunglasses when you are talking with them, because they will not be able to read your eyes. Simply, take your glasses off and respect them and their culture!
-When paying translators, etc. Pay the usual “local” fee (don’t tip). If you do, all those who come after you will be expected to do the same.
-Focus your attention on the adults (if you focus on the children, adults may get the wrong impression).
-Don’t start out trying to meet the physical needs. First, attempt to meet their spiritual needs then eventually you we be allowed to meet some of their physical needs as well.



Vision Trip:
-The first trip made by a church in effort to see how much or how little God is calling them and as to the specific place.
Later groups:
	-Determine whether the goal of the trip is Discipleship or Evangelism.
	-Develop your team determined by the work that is to be done (Discipleship or Evangelism).
	-Mix each group up age wise.  Youth are able to share with youth Africans where they’ll listen.
		Adults, listen to other adults. Sr. adults are more likely to listen to other sr. adults…. 

Prayer is the foundation for missions.
-Prayer is the most powerful thing we can do! We must pray before, during and continue after we leave. We must “pray without ceasing”, everything we do should be bathed in prayer.
-Pray intentionally, for specific needs. 
-When you are walking and see something, pray about it.
Daniel 3:16-18, Illus: Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego stated before they were thrown into the fire that God was all powerful (so he can deliver us they said) but if He chooses not to bring us through it, He is still God and we will serve Him.
So, why limit God? He is able! (Ephesians 3:20)
-Each team needs prayed for by the hour, each day of the trip.
	-Also distribute before the trip, literature on prayer for WA
-Have prayer groups meet over African tea, etc.. sharing some of the culture and having prayer for WA and specific needs there.



Options for Entry:

1-Health (ex-Many don’t go to a doctor, particularly for the smaller things many of us would go for.

Options for entry:
Testimony
	-I am a teacher of God’s word
-share how God has brought me to this place in my life (sharing before saved, revealing my lostness and need for Him).  
-Ex. Story of the Demoniac in Mark 5 (after Jesus he was changed in his right mind, sitting and fully clothed)

Options for entry:
Spiritual Conversations
	-Ex. Of Ramadan (they pray and fast during this time, it is around the month of October)
	-Ex. Baby naming ceremonies (when the child is 8 days old, they sacrifice of a lamb).

Options for entry:
Teachers of God’s Word
	-I am a teacher of God’s word
	-Share C2C (creation to Christ)
When sharing C2C share that Jesus is the Word of God and remember to point out that when God “the most high God” created the world he just spoke, using his “words.”
C2C is a filter to introduce the gospel, people usually make decisions to be saved and having the evangelism tract. In other words, C2C is not the “silver bullet,” God has been using this, but be sensitive to how God is using you to share.
After sharing C2C, ask them if they are ready to follow this way?  If they say, “no.” Ask them if they would like to hear more stories from God’s word. After hearing C2C, if they want to hear more, then begin sharing  the evangelism tract (which is simply C2c stories more in depth). After sharing a particular story, about 3-4 minutes long, go through the participative Bible study method with them.
If they ever respond to your teachings and stories as to say “What you say is true”, ask them specific questions like, “what do you mean this is truth?” If they have understood the truth, that the only way to please God is through Jesus, ask them questions like, “Now, what will you do with this truth?”  “What will you do differently knowing this truth?” “Who will you share this truth and your testimony with?” 
God has also commanded us to be baptized. And you cannot pick and choose to be obedient concerning one particular thing or another . You must be obedient, period. Whatever God is calling us to do, we must listen and be obedient in order to remain/or to be in a right relationship with Him.
Don’t try to get new believers to pray a specific prayer, (Romans 10:9-10) simply states they have to confess and believe (not pray). They have to believe it, confess it and  follow it!




Options for entry:
Development
-Developmental work is a last resort! Not necessarily a bad thing, but it is a last resort. The reason this is seen as the least best entry, is due to the possibility of creating a dependence upon us.  For example: If we drill a well in order to get entry, new believers may think they have to build a well. This is one reason why you would not read Scripture. For many me lack the ability to read or a copy of God’s word. So, if they see you read the Bible, they may think, “I can’t follow Christ, because I can’t read the Bible like the believers are.” These examples remind us to constantly be thinking about what we are teaching them in our actions as well as words, so that they are not dependent.
When you think of the word “development” remember the word “dependent,” for this is the caution, making Africans dependent on us.
Example: A Catholic Church in a city built a real nice church. Over time a storm came and tore a hole in the roof. Now the Catholic missionaries that built the building are expected to return and fix the roof. There is now a bad taste in some of the locals’ mouths due to this incident. 
Whatever we use to teach, etc. we must teach them that they have to reproduce it themselves. If using a photocopy, have them pay the money to have it copied themselves in town.   
What is our goal in going to Africa? That they hear the gospel of Jesus Christ!
	Don’t worry about the results. Just be faithful, obedient to share what you know.



*Always remember, if we do “it all” and leave out the gospel, we miss the target (the bullseye)!
